The Special Education endorsement major in Emotional Impairments (State code: SE) for an
Elementary teaching certificate consists of a minimum of 59 credits. Teacher Candidates
pursuing this major must also complete requirements for the Comprehensive Major (50 credits).

Teacher candidates for certification must pass the Michigan Test for Teacher Certification
(MTTC) in Emotional Impairment (Test #059). MTTC content exams should not be taken until
